GUIDANCETO PARENTS AND FAMILIES REGARDING SEVERE WEATHER - Dec 2020

We will endeavourto keep ourschool open and operating as normal. However, in the event of
severe adverse weatherit may be necessary to ‘make a decision’ to close the school forthe safety of
the children and staff. Following the Severe Weather Guidance from the DfE (Dec2015), the
following policy and procedure exists for Rednal Hill Junior School.

The decision to close will be made by the head teachersin consultation with the site manager and
chairs of governors considering the following:

¢ Health and safety — will remaining open constitute a significantrisk to pupils and/or staff.

¢ Availability of staff — has the severe weather meant that a significant number of staff have
beenunable to attend making it impossible to open.

Our first priority will always be to ensure the health, safety and wellbeing of pupils, staff, parents
and families.

Where practical, we will consider openinglaterin orderto enable staff and children to have
additional time to travel to school safely. We will clear paths within school to make access as safe as
possible and will keep supplies of grit to support this.
